CAGE. North Moreton Parish Council has decided (along with Wal-

lingford Town Council and most other local Parish Councils) to sup-

port the Communities Against Gravel Extraction (CAGE) initiative 

led by Cholsey residents. This action group was formed in response to 

a sudden change of plan by Oxfordshire County Council who out of 

the blue promoted Cholsey as the primary area for future gravel ex-

traction.  We feel that there are numerous good reasons to support the 

CAGE stand.  For more information, please see the CAGE website or 

contact David Tebworth. 
 
Didcot expansion.  North Moreton PC has maintained its consistent 

position of objecting to the County Councilôs proposal for major 

house-building to the North-East of Didcot.  Again there are numer-

ous good reasons, but the major ones are probably the lack of a com-

prehensive infrastructure plan ahead of the housing proposals and the 

lack of an updated demand forecast.  NMPC is supporting Long Wit-

tenham Parish Council who have the lead role in presenting a case to 

the ongoing Examination in Public (Contact: David Tebworth). 
 
2012/2013 Precept.  Nine months ago, the Parish Council cut its Pre-

cept for 2011/2012 because we felt that our reserves were too high.  

In the event, we think it unlikely that our reserves will actually drop 

this year, so we are proposing another cut next year from £6000 to 

£5000.  Our budget for next year will be about £10,500 but because 

we have to include some contingency for the unexpected, our most 

likely expenditure will be more like £9000.  If that proves to be accu-

rate, then our reserves will drop considerably. 
 
Dog Fouling.  At its November meeting, the PC again discussed 

whether or not they should invest in bins for dog poo.  Although there 

was not unanimity, the general view was that the case in favour was 

insufficient to justify the expenditure.  It was felt that this is a small 

village, and it must be almost as easy to take dog waste home as to 

take it to a bin.  And some people will still not collect their dog mess 

whatever facilities we provide ï unless we catch them and fine them.  

Another exhortation ï please clear up after your dog ï and take the 

mess home with you.

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Local Wood Shop on Milton Park Near Didcot 
 
 If you use wood for DIY projects or if you need a good supply of 

kindling and firewood this winter then you may like to take a look at 

ñThe Wood Shopò on Milton Park south of Abingdon. Itôs a simple 

name for a really interesting business. The Wood Shop is run by Ox-

ford Wood Recycling, a social enterprise that hates waste.  
 
In the shop they sell used wood that they have collected from local 

businesses. Their aim is to ensure that no re-usable wood within 30 

miles is wasted. Step inside the shop and youôll find a real Aladdinôs 

cave of construction timber, plywood, mouldings, reclaimed doors 

and gates and plenty of interesting pieces often with their own his-

tory. Itôs the perfect place to find timber for allotments, outbuildings, 

fencing and animal shelters and itôs a great source of old scaffolding 

boards ï ideal for making raised beds. They also, have a good supply 

of bone dry kindling and firewood produced from locally sourced and 

recovered wood.  
 
However, there is more to Oxford Wood Recycling than just the 

Wood Shop. As a social enterprise it offers work experience and em-

ployment to people who face severe barriers to employment. In 2010 

it was awarded the title of European Social Firm of the Year for its 

work in this area.  
 
 The team in the Wood Shop enjoy helping people find just what they 

need for the job in hand and they know about wood. Very often peo-

ple buy a higher specification of wood than is actually needed, simply 

because thatôs all that is available on the shelves in the DIY store. The 

idea is that visitors to The Wood Shops can wander about and dis-

cover just the right piece or the team will find it for them, theyôll even 

cut it to size and deliver if necessary.
